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The Emirate of Dubai owns and manages a travel demand
model - the Dubai Strategic Transport Model (DSTM). This
macroscopic model provides forecasts of transport demand
based on population and land use scenarios, planned road and
public transport supply, and future transport policies. The
objective of this project has been to specify the methodology
for an update and enhancement of the DSTM which will be
applied under the framework of the Strategic Transportation
Plan 2040. This plan will develop transport policies and
infrastructure plans for the year 2040. In this context, the
enhanced model will produce mobility scenarios and support
governmental decision making.
